Turn-In Times:  Saturday – chicken turn-in will be at 2:30 pm and ribs at 3:00 pm.  Sunday - turn-in time for chicken will be at 11:00 am and ribs at 11:30 am.  

Prizes
Each backyard team is required to cook both chicken and pork ribs to win the Grand Champion and the Reserve Grand Champion Awards.  Prize money will be awarded as follows:  
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Awards will be presented on or close to 4:00-4:30 pm on Saturday and Sunday time may be as early as 3:00 or 3:15 pm. 

KCBS Rules Apply
All teams must follow the 2021 KCBS Backyard Official Rules and Regulations Judging Procedure and the 2021 KCBS Updated Emergency COVID-19 Procedures, except turn-in times.  Turn-in times are at 2:30 pm (chicken) and 3:00 pm (pork ribs) on Saturday and Sunday at 11:00 am and 11:30 am so all teams can leave earlier on Sunday; awards would be around 3 pm.

Cooks’ Meeting.  The cooks’ mandatory meeting for backyard and master series teams is on Friday, June 11th at 4:15 pm and if a backyard team cannot make the meeting on Friday, there will be a cooks’ meeting on Saturday, June 12th at 8:30 am next to or in the tent.  If a team cannot make the meeting, they need to connect with the Reps on late Friday or Saturday.

If a team is cooking both days, team will receive all 2-4 numbered Styrofoam boxes on Friday or Saturday, depending on when team arrives at the campground.

Meat Inspection.  You will need to follow the 2021 KCBS Backyard Official Rules and Regulations Judging Procedures.  Meat inspection will start on Friday morning for the Saturday backyard competition, and Saturday morning meat inspection will be done for the Sunday competition (if you are competing on Sunday). · Anything BACON competition is on Friday (6/11) – Anything BACON is sponsored by Compart Family Farms.  Each cook who competes in the Anything Bacon will receive 1 pound of thick cut Compart Duroc Bacon to be used for the competition.
· Cook must provide enough for 6 judges; can be put in a numbered Styrofoam container from KCBS Rep, or number cut and taped on a platter with 6 individual plates/bowls, etc. Payout: $150 – 1st, $100 – 2nd, and $50 for 3rd place.
· One entry per cook.
· Organizer’s Choice – if a cook wishes to include their entry in the Anything BACON Organizer’s Choice, cooks need to provide enough samples for 3 judges and handed separately to the KCBS Rep or Rep’s helper at the turn-in table; must have the number given by KCBS rep on the Styrofoam box or cut and taped number on a platter with the 3 individual plates/bowls.  Payout $50.
· Turn-in time for Anything BACON is Friday at 7 pm; time may change; will announce at cooks’ meeting; awards at 8 pm along with the Kids Que competitors.
· Kids Q Competition (Friday – 6/11) – Please see separate entry form and guidelines for the Kids Que.
